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The purpose of this decal is to increase awareness about sexual health and sexuality.  Students will be learning through lecture, presentations from people in the field and discussion about those topics.  

Grading

Grading is based upon the mandatory completion of the following components:

Creative Assignments 

Group Presentation and Paper 

Sexual Health Event Write-ups

Participation

As there are not many assignments and all assignments are spaced-out over the semester, instructors will simply grade students upon the satisfactory completion of all assignments. Students may contest any grades within one week of receiving a grade. 

Participation

In order to facilitate discussion and learning between peers, students must attend class and should share their opinions on topics presented during class. This decal serves as a safe and open place for all thoughts and ideas and we ask all students to respect their fellow peers and their opinions. 

Assignments

All assignments will be expanded upon assignment in class. 

Mini assignments: These very small assignments assigned throughout the semester to prepare students for the following week’s topics. These assignments will be included within the participation portion of grading and range from simply watching TV to googling images.

Sexual Health Events: Attend two sexual health events outside of class and hand in a one page (per event) write up describing each event and giving your reflections on it.

Creative Assignment: Come up with a creative project to demonstrate your feelings about your own sexuality and self. This project is very broad and open to interpretation. Students may write poems, songs, create a mosaic or poster, etc. This assignment has two parts, with one project at the beginning of the semester and another project at the end.

Final Project: The final project will involve a group presentation on a sexual health topic of your choice and a 3-5 page paper about the topic, including one paragraph about your group dynamics.

Attendance Policy

Students may miss up two classes (no excuses will be accepted) without penalty. For each additional absence, you must write a one-page paper on a sexual health event outside of class. If you are more than 30 minutes late to class or leave more than 30 minutes earlier than the end of class, you will be considered absent.  

Plagiarism

There is no tolerance for plagiarism or cheating inside this decal. Plagiarism on any assignment will result in failing the class.
