Bioengineering Honor Society (BioEHS)

Lastly, seniors who have completed a minimum of 2 semester with BioEHS will receive special honor cords at the end-of-the-year to wear at Commencement showing their academic honor.

During the competition the vehicles are judged in four different categories: static inspection, engineering design, solo performance trials, and high-performance track endurance. The event takes place at the Pontiac Silverdome in Pontiac, Michigan every second week in May.

Others on the team will bolster what you lack in knowledge. In this way, SAE provides an environment for its members to pursue individual interests in a supportive environment of learning. Housing

Probably the most stressful task is finding good housing. Berkeley is notorious for its poor rental market. If you are in a dorm, a co-op, or a fraternity/sorority, you don't have to worry about housing, except figuring out a way to stay in it.  If you want an apartment, we have compiled some tips to make the search as painless as possible; take a look under the Apartments page. If you are still deciding, we have some information on each option to help you choose. 
Dorms and On-Campus Dining

If you're an incoming freshman, chances are you'll be living in the dorms on campus. This entry will tell you what to expect from dorm life, and how to make use of the resources available to you in the dorms. If you haven't decided what dorm you want to live in, this can help you decide. 

Dorms 
There are multiple ways to guarantee housing in the dorms a second year.  These include: becoming an RA, becoming a Health Worker, being a Regents’ and Chancellor’s Scholar (or finding a roommate who is).  In addition to that, there are multiple theme programs (listed below) that take residents through an application process.  They are: 
· African American Theme Program [Unit 3] 

· Asian Pacific American Theme Program [Unit 3]

· Casa Magdalena Mora [Unit 1]

· Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, and Transgender (LGBT) [Foothill]

· Women in Science and Engineering Theme Program [Foothill]

· Global Environment Residential Theme Program [Foothill]

· Substance Free Environment in Freeborn Hall [Unit 1] 

You must apply for dorm housing and then to the program. While dorm housing is based on a lottery system, if you are interested in a program, you can bypass the lottery. These programs however, do require some commitments. 

Descriptions of the Dorms 

Units 1, 2, 3 

The units are generally noisier and more active than other dorms. They are located on Southside, which, like the Units, is noisy and active.  Unit 3 is close to Sproul Plaza, while Units 1 and 2 are off College Avenue.  Bathrooms are mostly co-ed, but most people get used to it quickly.  Unit 3 has special floors for junior transfers, while Unit 2 has a building for upper division students.  Each unit typically has single gender floors that can be requested. 

Foothill, 

Foothill is the quiet dorm frequently chosen by engineers, meaning if you choose to live there, you'll see a lot of other people in your classes and major. This can be helpful in forming study groups and working on homework together.  Foothill is entirely organized by suites, which range from 4 to 24 people.  Each suite has their own common lounge with couches sofas and a few extra tables and lamps to study at.  Triples and quad rooms are generally bigger than doubles.  

Stern

Stern is the all-women's dorm, located right below Foothill. Unlike the floors of the Units or the suites in Foothill, it is a big, open building, similar to a large apartment building.

Bowles

Bowles is the all-male dorm a little south of Stern and Foothill. If you have ever walked near the stadium, it is the place that looks like a castle. Bowles’ rooms are all quads, with two doubles sharing a small common room.   

Clark Kerr 

Clark Kerr is one of the nicest dorms, with great architecture, good dining hall, nice lawn, and big rooms. The only downside is that it is about a 15 minute walk to campus, and another 5-10 minutes to the engineering buildings. The people who live there don't seem to mind the walk too much, but if you think you'd like to go back to your room during the day (as first-years frequently do) this may not be the place for you. If you don't mind the walk then Clark Kerr might be a great option, since everything else is so nice. 

Dining Commons (DC) 

Dining Halls are known at Cal as the dining commons, or simply "the DC." The dining halls (DC3, Foothill, Crossroads, Clark Kerr) have gotten significantly better in the last few years, and chances are you'll like at least some of the food. Some people prefer one DC over the other, while some think they're pretty much the same. 

Crossroads 

Crossroads, or "Super DC," is the newest DC, and serves Units 1 and 2 (and sometimes 3). It is the largest of the DC's and has a number of stations serving different types of food.  All except one station serves the same thing every day, so once you've sampled the stations, you only have one station left for variety. However, the food is generally good, and there's usually good soft serve. 

DC3 

DC3 is located right in Unit 3. Some people think this is the best DC, and it does have good days. Particularly nice are the sushi nights, the good soft serve, and usually good main dishes. However, DC3 has limited hours since Unit 3 is so close to Crossroads. 

Foothill 

The Foothill DC is fairly mediocre according to most. It has gotten significantly better in recent years. Highlights are the banana split nights, steak night, and the quiet atmosphere - the other DC's are pretty noisy. For those that live in Foothill, it has the added benefit of being close to classes and a few hundred feet away from your dorm room, so you can eat and take a siesta. 

Clark Kerr

Clark Kerr is rumored to have one of the nicer DC’s, not only in food presentation but also in quality.  Though it is far from the rest of campus, some say it is worth the walk.  

On-Campus Restaurants 

There are a fair number of on-campus restaurants, where you can get pre-made meals to go or just a simple snack. 

Golden Bear Cafe 

The Golden Bear Cafe, or the GBC, is probably the most popular campus restaurant. It has sandwiches, smoothies, a small grocery selection, and a grill. 

The Den 

The Den is in the same building as Crossroads, and is more of a small grocery-market type of store. It has fruit, drinks, pastries, and so on. It's good for picking stuff up to eat back in your room. 

Terrace Cafe 

The Terrace Cafe is popular among engineers because it is so close to all the engineering buildings. It is located on Bechtel Terrace, north of Evans and south of Davis. It has pre-made sandwiches, drinks, rice bowls, pastries, and other goodies. It's great for grabbing a meal when you don't have time to go up to the DC.

Ramona’s 

Ramona’s is located in Wurster Hall and specializes in made-to-order paninis and Asian rice bowls.  It also serves grab-and-go items, baked goods and a variety of beverages and snacks.  

Pat Brown’s Grill 

Pat Brown's is located near Koshland Hall and the Genetics, Plants, Biology building.  It has a made-to-order grill, along with an impressive selection of grab-and-go items, sandwiches, salads, fresh fruit, snacks and desserts. The menu is complimented with plenty of indoor and outdoor patio seating.

Co-ops

The University Students’ Cooperative Association, the co-ops, provides cheap and enjoyable student housing. The co-ops have 1283 members in 17 houses and 3 apartment complexes. The houses range in size from 17 to 151 members. Some of the houses have themes including African American, all female, all grad student and GLBT. Additionally, the houses have fully stocked kitchens and serve dinner. 

1.1.2 Reasons why Coops are great 

1. the co-ops are owned and operated by students. The students decide house policy and budget allocations. Also, they determine what food to order and the dinner menu. 

2. the students share the work. In the houses, each member does five hours of workshift per week. For example, you may cook, garden, clean or manage. You sign up for the workshift that you prefer. However, this is a lot less work than you would do in your own apartment. In the co-op apartments, each member does 6 – 10 hours per semester of home improvement projects. 

3. the social managers plan many social events including game nights, movie nights, open mic, karaoke, broomball, and room-to-room. 

4.  the co-ops are located only a couple of blocks from campus. 

5. the co-ops are cheap. Currently, the houses cost approximately $3000 per semester and the apartments cost approximately $1700 - $2600 depending on the size and location. 

6. you meet a lot of interesting people including study abroad students, painters, dancers, libertarians, writer, linguist, … 

The application and more information are located at http://www.usca.org. House placement and room selection is based on how many semesters that you have lived in the co-ops. Thus, most new members live in doubles or triples and are placed in the large houses, Casa Zimbabwe and Cloyne. Also, every co-op has a different character and amenities. Some like to party hard while others are quiet and studious. Also, some have a garden, TV room, study room and a spa. I encourage you to visit the co-ops and to talk to its members before applying.
