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Course description 
This course will be a 13 week, 2 unit course. We will study the history of the conflict in Northern Uganda through a series of lectures, guest lectures, videos, and class discussions. 
Course learning objectives 

The objective of this course is to introduce and gain a better understanding of the under-publicized but violent conflict in Northern Uganda. It further seeks to organize an event which will raise campus awareness about Invisible Children and Uganda while at the same time raising money to support the people most affected by the conflict.  Students will have the opportunity not only to further their understanding of situation in Uganda, but also to participate in a hands-on project which will affect the visibility of the violence which is transpiring.
Evaluation procedures  
In order to receive a “pass” grade, students must actively participate in discussion and event planning. According to UC policy, no more than three unexcused absences will be permitted for a passing grade. Each student will choose a committee, with which he or she will work on a particular aspect of the event planning. Students may be asked to complete an occasional reading or committee-related assignment, but work outside of class will be relatively limited.
