hardboiled: APA Journalism

Course Syllabus

Course Description
The purpose of this course is to provide students with an introduction to Asian Pacific American print journalism through the actual hands-on experience of participating in the production and distribution of an APA newsmagazine. In order to achieve the aforementioned objective, students will research and develop story ideas, compose layout articles, and distribute issues to students, faculty, and community members. Students will participate in weekly workshops that cover topics including APA history, health in the APA community, APAs in law and politics, and APAs in the media as well as current and pertinent issues in the campus, local, national, and international community. As a 97/197 field studies course, students will receive an introduction to the local and campus Asian Pacific American communities by providing them with opportunities to meet community leaders, attending and participating in community organization events, and by being a part of UC Berkeley’s Asian Pacific American Coalition, a coalition of APA organizations on campus. hardboiled not only produces over 4,500 copies per semester of a professional newsmagazine covering relevant, timely, and insightful topics, but also provides staff with a community of like-minded student active in the APA community. 
Course Objectives 

Students will: 

· Learn the ins and outs of a publication and develop a technical skill for production
· Develop an understanding and awareness of the historical and continuing issues that the Asian Pacific American communities face 
· Receive experience working and engaging with both the APA communities on and off campus
Course Requirements 

 * Contributions (1): Students will choose one of the following roles: 


-Writers must submit one polished article for production (two opportunities to do this).


- Layout students must put together a total of three pages during the semester (divide over two issues if needed). 


-If a student would like to submit artwork, photography or do tech work, please contact the decal coordinator to 
discuss the contribution requirements.

-Attend one production night. 
* Mandatory Staff Retreat: TBD. Staffers are required to participate in workshops on News Writing 101, Layout 101 and Interviewing and Investigative Journalism. 
*Community Events-attend two community events and choose one to thoroughly document and reflect on. The student can choose a variety of mediums and media (video, blog, article, personal reflection, etc.) 
 *Reflection: a 4-page (double spaced, 12 font, 1 inch margins) analytical paper will be due at the end of the semester outlining the student’s activities during the semester, analyzing what they learned about journalism and APA issues, and discussing the role of a newspaper such as hardboiled (4 pages for one unit; 6 pages for two units). 

*Time requirements: For this field studies course, students must keep a dated record of the number of hours spent working with hb. The total number of hours must be 45 hours or greater (45 hour minimum for one unit; 90 hour minimum for two units). This time sheet is due on the last day of the course.
