Attendance: 


Class participation is a major part of your grade therefore attendance is mandatory. You are expected to attend all class sessions and be on time. Attendance is taken at the beginning of each class and each class will begin promptly at 6:10pm. Absences:

Assignments:

1. Creative Sexploration: Create something that represents your sexuality, how you feel about sex, your sexual health knowledge, etc. Feel free to be as creative as possible! You can draw, paint, write a poem, make a collage, take a picture, or do anything else creative your sexploration inspires. You will have the opportunity to share these with your classmates in class on the selected due date so it is necessary to be in attendance. 

2. SHEP Event: It is required you help in the preparation and staffing of SHEP’s campus event, Sexual Health Awareness Week.  Details of duties will be explained later in the semester (flyering, list-serves, chalking, etc.) and will consist of prior planning during class time as well as designated shifts during the week of October 24th -28th. 

3. Group Project Presentation: As a class you will be choosing sexual topics that we did not get a chance to cover in class that you would like to research and present on. You will give a creative group presentation about your research.

Alternative Assignments:


Sexual Health Event Reflection: 1-page reflections on a sexual or sexual health event.  You will be informed when SHEP is putting on workshops and activities that you can attend, but can also always set up a clinic appointment with a SHEP educator at the Tang Center.  This reflection can also include an account of a trip to various bondage or sex clubs, sex-related festivals or celebrations.  Your facilitators can help you with ideas of clubs or festivals that will be going on during the Fall semester.


Blog Article: You may choose to write an article for our Sexual Health Education blog that is located at sheptalk.wordpress.com.  This article can be on a topic of your choosing but must be reviewed with your facilitators prior to completion.
