Course Description: The past century has been marked with a profusion of international human rights legislation and the development of important judicial bodies to enforce this legislation which have provided the means for people around the globe to assert their basic human rights.  Despite the establishment of these essential tools and legislation, human rights violations remain at the forefront of international concerns because of a lack of access and education about these rights.  In this course, students will gain a foundational knowledge of international human rights legislation and become experts on human rights issues in a chosen world region or country.  Students will develop a research project that outlines the human rights concerns in their chosen region and outline legislation, propose solutions, and develop an educational curriculum to help people of the region assert their rights.  

Coursework: This is a common learning experience. While we are facilitating the course, we will explore and discuss the course matter together as a group. This means that everybody is asked to do her/his own research on the weekly topics  and participate in the discussion led by the group presenting that week (see section on Class Presentations below).  
Grading/Evaluation: Course is graded on a P/NP basis for 3 units. A passing grade is awarded based on attendance, participation, written research reading responses, a group presentation and midterm paper, and a final research presentation and paper. 

· Weekly reading response and researched sources: 10 %

· Group Presentation and paper (midterm): 30% 

· Research Presentation and paper (final): 35%

· Participation and Attendance: 25%

Readings and Reading Responses: Students will be required to read assigned weekly readings in addition to individual research reading. Students are required to read at least one extensive article each week pertaining to their research topic and submit a reading response each week based on this reading.
Attendance:   Regular attendance is expected and required for a passing grade.   Unless there are special circumstances, no more than two absences from class will be allowed.

Group Presentations and Midterm Paper:  In groups of 3-5 people students will pick a desired world region (see presentation regions below) and outline the major human rights issues in this region.  The presentation should last approximately 15 to 20 minutes, and may include videos, power point presentations or interactive activities.  Student Presentations will include a handout with a minimum of 5 references, describing the findings of that student’s research. The presentation itself should be informative as well as creative, interactive and entertaining.  Each student in the group will chose a sub-section of this region and write a 3-4 page paper (12pt. font, double spaced) describing the major human rights concerns in the sub-region chosen.  
Research Presentations and Final Research Paper: Building off of the research from the group presentation and midterm paper, students will write a minimum 5 page paper outlining existing legislation and solutions that would address the human rights violations in their chosen sub-region country (List of sub region countries listed below).  Students will also propose an educational plan that could teach people of this region how to assert their rights using both national and international legislation. Students will then present their findings to the class using the presentation guidelines described above.
