2. Talk to one of your professor’s in office hours.

Your professors are paid to sit in their office 2 hours a week, just to talk to students, and most of the time nobody comes. Choose a cool professor, and establish a rapport with him. Spend 5 minutes beforehand googling the professor so you know what he/she is doing. Then go in and talk about pretty much anything. If you have a genuine homework question, yes, you can definitely ask that, but do not make up a question just so that you can have a question. There are many other topics that you can talk about. Inquire into the professor’s research. Ask him (or her) why they became a professor. If you’re uncertain about your major, professors are one of the best people to talk to. If you’re really nervous, bring a friend, (maybe even one from this class). It’s also all right, if you have to, to admit you came because it’s for an assignment for this class. Usually, they don’t particularly mind. Maybe the professor can suggest some classes that you can take in the future. Or maybe the professor has some research that you’d be interested in. Either way, after you talk to your professor, write up a little something (50-100 words) summarizing what transpired in your visit.
